Rennes 2 University also has a campus in
Saint-Brieuc, on the north coast, and is
thus one of the driving forces for higher
education in Brittany, a region proud of
its roots.

The university has invested heavily in
digital technologies, encouraging new
approaches to teaching and learning and
giving students even more opportunities.

“The virtual
classroom encourages dialogue and
combines theoretical input with practical
applications.
